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Unit Topic: Circulatory System
              Lesson Focus: Parts of the Blood

Motivation/Accessing Prior Knowledge (The Hook):

Pass out a Bandaid to each student. Tell them to think about when they would use it. What color is blood? Why? What stops a cut’s bleeding? Next, display the different types of candy used in the candy blood model. Explain to the students that you will be creating a candy blood model using the materials shown to represent the different parts of the blood. (It is also a good idea to let the students know that they will NOT be eating the blood model.)
Learning Activities/Assessments*

The students will be creating a candy blood model.
You'll need: 
· A clear glass jar, preferably with a lid
· Karo syrup

· Box of Red Hots

· Small bag of mini marshmallows

· Sprinkles

1. Read the edHelper handout: Your Blood. Determine the four different parts of the blood and their functions.

2. Pour Karo syrup into the jar. 
a. This represents the plasma, or liquid part of the blood that carries the blood cells and platelets.

3. Add Red Hots to the syrup. 
a. These represent red blood cells which carry oxygen from the lungs to the body's cells. They also take carbon dioxide away from the cells and bring it back to the lungs. Red blood cells give the blood its red color.

4. Add mini marshmallows to the candy blood mixture. 
a. These represent white blood cells, which protect the body from germs and infections.

5. Next, add the colored candy sprinkles. 
a. These represent the platelets, which stop a cut's bleeding.
Review the completed candy blood model and notice the different parts. Think about how each part is important to your body.

6. Assessment: Students will answer the questions on the back of the worksheet to ensure understanding.

Closure  

Have the students replicate the candy blood model on their papers. Have them draw, color and label the syrup, Red Hots, marshmallows and sprinkles. Next, have them reflect on the activity by writing something interesting that they learned from the blood model.
